From the desk of Carol Phillips, Trustee, Planning & 
Maintenance 
 
Sands Park 
Restroom facili�es are closed for the winter, and will 
reopen in early May 2024.  The dock and swim buoys will 
be placed in the spring as soon as the lake ice goes out 
and weather allows. 
 
We are sad to report that an addi�onal 15 Oak trees will 
be removed in the coming weeks as Oak Wilt Disease 
con�nues to devastate the park forest.  Replacement 
tree dona�ons are always greatly appreciated.   
 
A stormwater runoff situa�on is eroding the beach and 
other areas.  This has likely been exacerbated by 
removing the significant number of diseased, large Oak 
Trees during recent years — trees that no longer exist to 
take up excessive stormwater.  Solu�ons will be explored 
in the spring a�er snowmelt occurs.   
 
Recently, staff discovered a vehicle collided with the 
storm drain barricades near the boat launch entry/exit 
point, destroying the drain gra�ng and several posts, and 
causing costly repairs to the township.  Maintenance 
staff have erected a temporary barrier around the drain 
and we have sought bids to secure a more robust, 
permanent barrier to be installed in the spring.  Please 
use extreme cau�on when driving in this area.  Although 
the launch circle is a one-way street, more signs have 
been ordered to deter vehicles from turning le� at the 
replacement drain barrier, instead of turning right, when 
exi�ng the launch area.   
 
When launching your watercra� in the spring, please 
consider making a contribu�on to the dona�on box near 
the dock.  These dona�ons help pay for a por�on of the 
launch area maintenance. Thank you! 
 
Coldsprings Township has been advised of recent yard 
waste and brush dumping on our road end proper�es 
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and their shorelines.  This is illegal and strictly prohibited 
by the Township.  Addi�onally, disposal of any yard 
waste, including grass clippings and leaves, into rivers, 
lakes, canals or streams is bad for the waters and is illegal 
in Michigan.  If this ac�vity is observed in our Township, 
please report it immediately to the Kalkaska County 
Sheriff Department, Central Dispatch, 231-258-3350. 
 
From the Desk of Rick Delaney, Trustee, Roads 
 
We have completed or nearly completed several road 
projects planned for 2023: 
 

• Shore Road (by Sands Park) repaving completed.    
• East Shore Drive – Design engineering and 

survey services are nearly complete.   Once 
completed, we will know what needs to be done, 
along with an es�mated cost of road 
construc�on.   

• Tower Road – Gravel work from Sunset Trail to 
Rita Drive was completed this fall.  

• W.C. Cross Drive – gravel work was not 
completed in 2023.  

• Shoulder work – While not completed in 2023, 
our goal is to improve the shoulders of Twin Lake 
Road and Sunset Trail.  Beter shoulders will help 
maintain the asphalt edges of the roads.   

 
Financing road repairs is a challenge for every small 
township like ours.   We have many roads that need to be 
repaired but not nearly enough tax money to fix them all.  
Our township’s road millage of 1 mill generates about 
$100,000 per year.  Kalkaska County also has a 1 mill road 
millage that generates about $900,000 towards county-
wide road improvements.   The county uses these funds 
to give townships a 20% match on local road projects.  In 
2023, the county also used these funds to reconstruct 
about a 1.5-mile stretch of CR-571.  In 2024, the county 
expects to repair the next stretch of CR-571 heading 
north into our township.  Repairs to major county roads 
like CR-571 or CR-612 do not impact the Township’s Road 
budget.  Keep in mind, the township does not own any 
roads, they are owned by the Kalkaska County Road 
Commission.  Issues related to local roads and repairs are 
best addressed by the KCRC, which has both the 
authority and responsibility to handle these maters.  The 
KCRC can be reached at 231-258-2242.   

A reminder from the Assessor’s Office: 

The Michigan State Tax Commission advises local 
assessors to review 20% of the parcels in their 
municipality each year.  For Coldsprings Township, this 
represents approximately 500 parcels per year.   

The goal is to fully review the township every five years.  
In this way, records tend to have greater accuracy, 
changes to proper�es can be rou�nely observed, 
neighborhoods can be reviewed, photographs can be 
updated, and any specific feature(s) that could influence 
valua�on can be iden�fied.  This is also a good 
opportunity to communicate with the assessor or ask any 
ques�ons that you may have.  I learn so much about a 
property or a neighborhood when I’m able to talk with 
the owner(s).  I really appreciate their �me and 
coopera�on in the process. 

Site inspec�ons are exterior ONLY.   Proper�es are 
typically grouped by sec�on or neighborhood, so you will 
likely see me walking or driving ‘door to door’.  If nobody 
is home, a card will be le� iden�fying the date of the visit.    
All of my contact informa�on is on the card and I invite 
you to call/email/text me if you have any ques�ons or 
concerns.   

The inspec�ons usually begin in the early spring and can 
last throughout the en�re year.  All of the data collected 
is used to update the property record card.  The record 
card iden�fies the per�nent components of each 
property (property features; valua�ons; exemp�on 
status; property classifica�on; legal descrip�on; recent 
sales; recent permit data; etc.).    If you’d like a copy of 
your record card, contact my office.  Much of this 
informa�on (including maps) is available online at the 
Kalkaska County Equaliza�on website.

NOTE:  The annual assessment change no�ces will be 
mailed in mid-February.  This no�ce contains a large 
header that reads, THIS IS NOT A TAX BILL.  However, 
please review it carefully, as the informa�on contained in 
the no�ce does influence your tax bill.  Contact my office 
ASAP if you have any ques�ons or concerns about your 
no�ce.  
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
